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Background: Nursing students' satisfaction is essential for the higher education, and particularly for faculty and academic staff to improve the quality of educational program in order to graduate high-qualified nurses. Nursing students' satisfaction evaluation is a fundamental step to explore strengths and weaknesses points and to identify those needs improvement. Poor academic performance in universities is a worrying sign for students as well as for the nursing schools that requires extra effort and investigation.
Purpose:This study aims to investigate the relationship between nursing students' satisfaction and their academic performance in Jordan.
Methods: A Cross-sectional descriptive correlational design was used. This study was conducted in Nursing Faculties at two Universities in Jordan, one govermental and one private. A stratified purposive sample of (272) nursing students were recruited to participate in this study. Response rate was (89%). Self- reported questionnaire includes (UNSASS) instrument was used. 
Results: The results showed moderate level of students' satisfaction (M=166.10, SD=33.955) in total and subscales. There was no relationship between satisfaction and academic performance. However, a significant relationship founded between satisfaction and current employment, source of tuition, cause of study nursing, and enrollment type.
Conclusion:It was concluded that the participant students were moderately satisfied with their universities. Also there was no difference between the satisfaction scores in regard to students' academic performance.
Implications:The results of this study indicates that the nursing schools and higher education policy makers in Jordan need to investigate how nursing students could be more satisfied with   nursing programs, and make them ready to the professional life.
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
