GENERAL GUIDELINES
TYPES OF UNIVERSITY FUNDED RESEARCH PROJECTS

1. The University funds the following types of research:

a. Thesis Oriented Research Grant (TORG): Research related to the interests of the faculty of graduate studies. This type of funded projects includes Master and PhD thesis research.

b. Faculty Member Research Grant (FMRG): Research related to the interest of faculty members.  This type of research includes projects funded by Deanship of Research. 
c. Collaborative and Competitive Research Grant (CCRG): Research related to the interest of faculty members. This type of research includes projects funded by Deanship of Research.  

2. The objective of funding projects is to help researchers at JUST to conduct their research activities. 

3. The duration of the project funded by Deanship of Research is two years maximum.

4. The principal investigator of the project should be a holder of a PhD degree (or an equivalent degree in his/her specialty).

5. Funding could cover the cost of employing a research assistant, research equipment, research consumables and national travels. It does not cover participation in conferences or purchasing computers. 

6. An annual report shall be submitted to Deanship of Research giving details on the progress of the project.
7. A ceiling for funding research project shall be specified in the light of the annual research budget by Deanship of Research.

Describe the problem. This section should explain the need for the research and demonstrate the researcher's knowledge of the topic. This will be an overview of your research, written so a non-specialist can understand the logic of the research goals and methods to be employed.  
B-II: PROJECT GOALS AND OBJECTIVES                                                                                                        
The objectives should clearly and concisely identify what results the researcher seeks from the research. Include a clear statement of the issues the researcher will seek to explore and the likely nature of research results. 
C
INTRODUCTION

C-I: REVIEW AND ANALYSIS OF RELATED WORK

The proposal must contain background information adequate for the non-expert members to fully appreciate your research. Briefly discuss previous work on the topic and describe the relevance of the suggested project. Think of things like the research that has already been done in the field, questions remaining from any prior research, brief highlights of any theory(ies) that may exist to explain the phenomenon, etc.  Provide the rationale and justification for the proposal. Demonstrate that the project is not a duplication of other ongoing or completed work. 
C-II: SIGNIFICANCE OF WORK

· Outline the contribution this project can be expected to make to the applicant's field of study. If appropriate, mention both specific and technical contributions. 

· Indicate how the research findings are expected to save money, improve quality, efficiency or safety and advance the state of technology.

· Indicate the contribution this project will make to the development of the applicant's abilities both as a researcher and as a teacher. 

· Comment on the significance of this project in the specific context of the Jordan academic community which has its own central objectives, themes and values.

APPROACH AND METHOLODOLGY

APPROACH AND METHOLODOLGY
The work program should describe how the study will be structured to meet each objective. To the extent possible, it should identify major operational phases, relate the phases to time schedule, and describe how the activities will be carried out (special methods, procedures, and experiments to be employed). 
D-I: Methodology
Research methodology shall be described in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the probability of success in achieving the objectives.
D-II: Location and Safety Considerations
Researcher(s) should clarify the safety requirements needed for the proposed project as well as the locations of implementations.

D-III: Available Resources
This section should describe the facilities available at Jordan University of Science and Technolgy to be utilized in the proposed project. For example, what laboratory, equipment, library resources, software and computers are available at JUST.

D-IV: Expected Results/Outputs

Indicate as specifically as possible what results can reasonably be anticipated from this project. For example: Will certain hypotheses be validated or rejected? Will new material be brought to light? Will new methods be tested? Will the project result in public presentations, journal articles, or a book? It is expected that both during the project and at its completion the applicant will review and evaluate the progress and success of the project on the basis of the Project Description.
