DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH /COMMUNITY MEDICINE


The Department of Public Health/Community Medicine is one of the departments of the Faculty of Medicine at Jordan University of Science and Technology (JUST) which runs postgraduate studies in addition to the ongoing undergraduate courses. Through its graduate studies, the department aims at improving the quality of life and health status of the community through disease prevention and health promotion. In agreement with the Ministry of Health two comprehensive health care centers are affiliated with the Department. These centers, among others, are utilized as training facilities for students of the graduate degree programs.

The Department offers three post graduate programs leading to the following degrees/certificate

I. Master of Science in Public Health

II. High Specialty in Community Medicine (HSCM)

III. Diploma in Public Health

PLAN AND REQUIREMENTS


The Diploma and MSc. graduate programs are opened for physicians, public health graduates and other graduates from health-related fields, but the HSCM program is opened for physicians only.



 PROGRAMES' DESCRIPTION 

A. MASTER OF SCIENCE 
 The Master of Science Program offers the following specialties from which students can select as their major interest:

1. Occupational Health

2. Health Management 

3. Health Education

4. Public Health Nutrition

5. Epidemiology and Biostatistics

6. Maternal & Child Health

 Eligibility criteria for acceptance in the program


1- The student must meet the general requirements for admission in the University graduate programs. 


2- candidate must have a degree in any of the followings:  

1. B.Sc. graduates of medicine , dentistry, public health, nursing, pharmacy, laboratory technicians or veterinary medicine

2. B.Sc. graduates of other public health related majors as recommended by the Department Committee of Graduate Studies (DCGS), adding that these graduates hold BSc. Grade of “very good” or higher. BSc holders with level of “good” grade might be considered for the program if he/she has 3 years experience in a public health related field.

Duration



Students are expected to complete the graduation requirements (34 credit hours) in 3-6 semesters, taking into consideration the University other regulations. (Regulations of the MSc. Program in JUST. The Dean's Council resolution No. 606/97 on 28th Dec.1997.) 

 The Program Courses


A Master of Science in public health is granted upon completion of the following requirements divided into two tracks; MSc thesis option and MSc comprehensive exam option

1. Thesis option

1- Students choosing this option are required to take and successfully pass 25 credit hours distributed as follows:

a - Core courses (14 credit hours) Table  (1a)

b - Specialty courses (9 credit hours) for the student to select from his/her area of concentration (Tables 2-7)

c- A general elective course of 2 credit hours (Table8)

2 - In addition to the above, each student must prepare and successfully defend  a master’s thesis (9 credit hour).

2. Non thesis option

1- Students selecting this option are required to take and successfully pass 34 credit hours distributed as follows:

a - Core courses 20 credit hours Table (1b)

b - Specialty courses (9 credit hours) for the student to select from his/her area of concentration (Tables 2-7) and,

c- General elective courses (5 hours ) for the student to select from different concentration areas .(Table 8)

2 - To successfully pass the comprehensive examination after  the successful completion of 34 credit hours. The exam has three components with a total sum of 100 marks divided as follows:

HIGH SPECIALTY IN COMMUNITY MEDICINE (HSCM) PROGRAM

The degree of higher specialty in community medicine (HSCM) is granted upon successful completion of the following requirements:

A.  Academic requirements: 

The student should successfully pass 34 credit hours distributed into: 


a. Core courses of 20 credit hours (Table 1c)

b.  Elective courses of 14 credit hours (Table 8)

2nd. Practical Training/Residency:

The student should successfully complete a 16 months residency period at 4 of the units of the 15 health programs listed in (Table 9) in which the trainee spends 4 months at each unit. Student selects his/her training / residency units with the approval of the Departmental Council for Graduate Study. The selection of residency program is based on the student interests and accreditation of the available training opportunities. At the end of each training unit, the trainee is expected:

1-Obtain a written statement from the concerned person for the health program at the specific unit, approving the trainee performance conduct at the particular unit;

2- Submit a report which contains:

a. Introduction about the center (department) which offers the training in a particular field; personnel, program and activities.

3. Functions & activities that the trainee has offered at the training center.

3- Submit a research proposal in the field of health relevant to the particular unit.

3rd. Pass the HSCM comprehensive exam.

The exam covers topics of the core credits (Table 1c). It is composed of two parts, written and oral.

1- Written exam. This part consists of two papers, 30 marks each.

2- Forty marks are allocated to the oral exam to add up to 100 marks total. The passing mark in the comprehensive is 75% of the total marks.

The candidate who fails in the first attempt in the comprehensive  will be allowed one more chance. If the candidate fails in the second attempt he will be dropped from the HSCM program and be granted a Diploma in Public Health.

4th. Prepare and defend the 6 credit hours graduation project
Requirements for Admission

1- The student must meet the be eligible criteria for admission to the Jordan University of Science and Technology graduate program.

2- Students should have at least a B.Sc. degree or equivalent in medicine and surgery with a grade level “GOOD” or above (or its equivalent) from an accredited University

3- Students should be licensed to practice medicine in his/her country.

Duration of the Program

The minimum period for completion of the program is 6 semesters  and the maximum period is 10 semesters, excluding  summer semester. A possible extension of 2 semesters could be awarded upon a recommendation from the Departmental Committee of Graduate Studies (DCGS) and approval of the Dean of Medicine and acceptance of the Dean of Graduate Studies.

DIPLOMA IN PUBLIC HEALTH


A-
The diploma in public health is granted upon completion of  22 credit hours as follows:

1. Core courses of 18 credit hours table (1d).

2. Elective courses of 4 credit hours from table (8).

2nd- Duration of  the Diploma program

The minimum time for completion is two semesters and the maximum is three semesters excluding the summer semester.
